Dear Texan:

According to our motor vehicle records, you are the owner or lienholder of an all-terrain vehicle (ATV) or utility-type vehicle (UTV) that is registered and displays Texas license plates.  
We have requested that the County Tax Assessor-Collectors immediately stop accepting new applications to register these vehicles, and stop renewing registrations on existing vehicles.

There are several reasons that ATVs and UTVs will no longer be registered:
· First and foremost, the law stipulates that these vehicles were manufactured for off-highway use only.

· Secondly, there are serious safety issues for the drivers and passengers of ATVs/UTVs and other motorists when these vehicles are driven on public roadways.

One of our agency’s primary goals is to enhance safety and this policy change will help us to continue to meet that goal.
